e Applicant must be willing to attend a personal, telephone or webcam/internet interview (if
so deemed necessary by the Scholarship Committee).

e Application must be postmarked no later than APRIL 15, 2024 (NO EXCEPTIONS!) to be
awarded for the 2023-2024 school year. Completed and signed applications need to be

mailed to: PLMA Greeley, Attn: Brad Jones/Scholarship, PO Box 819, Greeley, CO 80632.
Winners will be notified via mail no later than May 6th, 2024.

e Funds will be given to the scholarship winner(s) upon proof of enrollment at an accredited
university, college, junior college, or trade school in the Fall of 2024. Proof of registration
form must be mailed to PLMA Greeley, Attn: Scholarship, PO Box 819, Greeley, CO 80632 no
later than December 31, 2024. Failure to do so will result in forfeiture of the scholarship by
said applicant.

Application must be postmarked no later than APRIL 15, 2024 - NO EXCEPTIONS.
